Waterbury 
Sports rents what you need to shred the Perry Hill mountain 
biking trail network, tour Waterbury’s rolling dirt roads on 
two wheels, or snowshoe the Cross Vermont trail network.

Stay at the Old Stagecoach Inn, a historic bed and 
breakfast in the heart of Waterbury Village built in 1846 
that might just have some ghost stories of its own.

Dine at Hen of the Wood, renowned statewide for its 
hyperlocal and handcrafted menu heavily influenced 
by what’s in season.
